Target Top and Bottom of Page Uppercase vs. Lowercase Letters 

Don’t forget to talk about the highlighted topic 2-3 times as you read this book! 
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Context: This example can be 
used on the first page where the 
story  begins 
 
Teacher: Johnny, do you think 

that the story starts at the top of the 
page, or the bottom of the page? 

PREDICTING 

Context: This example can be used 
on the first page where the story 
begins, or on any page with text. 

REASONING 

Context: This example can be used on any 
page where there is text present. 
 
Teacher: Ahmed, is this the top of the page 
(points to the bottom of the page) or is this 
the top of the page (point to the top of the 
page)? 

REDUCING CHOICES 

ELICITING THE ANSWER 

Context: There is a house sur-
rounded by trees in the middle of 
the page. The text is at the 
bottom of the page. 
 
Teacher: Look, the words are all 
at the bottom of the page. Mary, 
can you tell me where the words 
are?  
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
